HALLS OF RESIDENCE FOR BOYS AND GIRLS

The NALSAR University of Law is a residential University. All students are required to stay in the University Halls of Residence. There are separate Halls of Residence for girls and boys. The administration of the Halls of Residence is the direct responsibility of the Resident Wardens.

GENERAL ADMINISTRATION AND DISCIPLINARY PROCEEDINGS
The collegium of the Wardens will co-ordinate the activities, resolve conflicts if any and manage the corporate life in the Halls of Residence. The University insists on a very high standard of discipline from the students befitting the status and reputation of the University. It is the duty of every resident to maintain integrity of character and observe high standards of discipline set by the University. The Wardens initiate disciplinary proceedings in cases of violation of hostel regulations. 

Appeal against the decision of the Warden shall lie to the Proctoral Board whose decision is ordinarily final. However the final appeal against the Proctoral Board’s decision may be preferred to the Vice-Chancellor. The power of expulsion vests with the                 Vice-Chancellor. 

New rules or amendments to the existing rules would be formulated by the Proctoral Board of the Wardens in consultation with the Student Bar Council whenever required.

ALLOTMENT OF ROOMS/HOSTEL
· The Chief Warden/Warden of the respective hostel shall make the allotment of rooms to the applicants.

· No student shall change the allotted room or occupy a room other than the allotted one without written authorization and permission of the authorities concern.  Any such act shall carry a fine of Rs.5,000/- and/or expulsion from the Hostel for one year.

· Students with chronic medical problems including addiction to smoking, alcoholism and drugs shall not be admitted to the Hostel or allowed to continue to stay. 

INSPECTION BY AUTHORITIES
· The hostel rooms are subject to inspection at any time of the day or night. Hostel Wardens / Officers of NALSAR shall ensure  that Hostel rooms, Common Room, Verandahs and surroundings are kept neat and tidy and no unauthorized items like liquor, drugs, lethal weapons etc., are kept in the room / inside Hostel / on the campus.
· If any student does not co-operate and/or obstructs entry of the inspection authority to Hostel room during inspection, he/she shall be punished with a fine of Rs.5,000/- and/or expulsion  from the Hostel.

CODE OF CONDUCT 

1.  Ragging

Ragging is strictly prohibited on campus. Any case of ragging should be brought to the notice of the authorities. Anyone indulging in ragging is liable to disciplinary action including rustication from the University and to criminal prosecution under the A.P.Prohibition of Ragging Act, 1997 and the Indian Penal Code.

What constitutes Ragging.- Ragging constitutes one or more of any of the following acts: 
a.
any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or written or by an act which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a fresher or any other student; 
b. 
indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities by any student or students which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher or any other student; 

c. 
asking any student to do any act which such student will not in the ordinary course do and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame, or torment or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of such fresher or any other student; 
d. 
any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular academic activity of any other student or a fresher; 
e. 
exploiting the services of a fresher or any other student for completing the academic tasks assigned to an individual or a group of students. 
f. 
any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a fresher or any other student by students; 
g. 
any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse, homosexual assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm or any other danger to health or person; 
h. 
any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, post, public insults which would also include deriving perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill from actively or passively participating in the discomfiture to fresher or any other student ; 
i. any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of a fresher or any other student; 
with or without an intent to derive a sadistic pleasure or showing off power, authority or superiority by a student over any fresher or any other student.

Sexual Harassment:

The Internal Complaints Committee was formed as part of a larger institutional framework for the creation of a safe, equitable and inclusive campus environment. The Committee’s chief mandate includes considering complaints or grievances in relation to sexual harassment offences committed by students, faculty, staff and visitors on campus, and awareness-raising. The Committee is open to all persons of all positions and genders. It is also linked to the counseling cell and restorative justice wing so that any person facing any difficulty has a range of interventions, support systems and mechanisms apart from a formal complaints process to choose from. 

The present Committee consists of 7 members and is headed by Prof. N Vasanthi. It is assisted by a support group of faculty and student volunteers all of whom have undergone training for responding to people in distress and supporting them through any formal action or procedure with CASH or any external authority. It is hoped that with the institution of CASH, all persons in NALSAR will have a safe space to turn to in light of any difficulty and that the campus environment will be conducive to the growth and flourishing of all. Sexual Harassment” shall include, but will not be confined to, the following:

a. unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favours, and verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature, explicitly or implicitly, are made a term of condition of instruction, employment, participation, or evaluation of a person’s engagement in any academic or campus or internship activity.

b. unwelcome sexual advances and verbal, non-verbal, or physical conduct including such as comments meant to indicate such intention, slander, remarks or jokes, letters, phone calls or electronic communication, gestures, showing of pornography, lurid stares, physical contact or molestation, stalking, sounds or display of a derogatory nature that have the purpose or effect of interfering with an individual’s performance or of creating an intimidating, hostile or offensive campus/out of campus environment. 

c.  comments, conduct, behaviour or teaching practice in the classroom or any public forum denigrating a person’s gender identity or sexual orientation.

d. Violating sexual privacy, including publicizing or threatening to publicize sensitive information pertaining to a person’s sexual life  with the effect of causing harm, or choices through any medium whether verbal, written or online.

3.   Tobacco, liquor, drugs, narcotics etc.

Possession and consumption, procurement & distribution of tobacco, liquor, drugs and narcotics etc. is prohibited on campus. Anyone found in possession of or consuming or abetting consumption of tobacco, liquor, drugs and narcotics or any other prohibited drug is liable to punishment including rustication from the University. Student’s bags are liable to be checked at the entry gate.
4.  Decorum and Dress Code:

Students are expected to behave in a decorous manner with fellow students in general and with students of the opposite sex in particular, on and outside the campus. Indecorous behaviour with students, Administrative staff or Faculty will be seriously viewed. 

Students are expected to dress decently on and outside the campus.

5.   Visiting Hours :
Parents / local guardians may visit their wards and are requested to meet their wards in the common hall of the Halls of Residence and not in their rooms. No visitor is allowed after 7.00 p.m. No other visitor except the parents and the local guardian will be allowed to meet the student. Any other person visiting the student shall bring a letter of authorisation from the parent of the student. The name, address and the contact number of the parents and local guardian should be furnished in the form provided during admission. It is not mandatory to have a Local Guardian. The parent signing the form should attest the local guardian’s photograph and signature. A non-local resident is permitted to have only one local guardian. Parents are requested to co-operate in strictly observing the above said rules.

Male students of the University are not permitted to enter the Halls of Residence for Girls and Girl students are not allowed to enter the Halls of Residence of Boys.

Outstation parents may avail of the accommodation facility in the University premises by consulting Assistant Registrar.  This is subject to availability of rooms.
6.  Damage to Hostel / University Property:
Any damage to the property of the University will be severely dealt with. Anyone damaging any property in the University or the Halls of Residence is liable to punishment which may include fine, suspension from hostel or rustication from the University. The cost of the damaged property shall be recovered from the inmate guilty of the damage to such property or from all residents of that Hostel in case offender(s) cannot be identified. In addition exemplary fines may be imposed. 
7.  Leave from Halls of Residence:
Students are permitted to leave campus with prior permission. Students going out for the day shall make an entry in the movement register kept at the main gate.  Students should return to campus by 9:00 p.m. Students violating the 9’o Clock entry rule are liable for disciplinary action. Any application for leave of absence from the Halls of Residence shall be made only to the Warden. In case of absence of the Warden of the Halls of Residence for Boys, the students should take permission from the Warden of the Halls of Residence for Girls and vice versa. In case of absence of both the Wardens the students should take permission from the person authorized by the University. Application made to any other person shall not be entertained under any circumstance.  Any unauthorized absence shall invite strict disciplinary action.

8.  Hostel Timings:
The timings are the same as the Library timings. 
9.  Dos and Don’ts:
· Students should restrict the volume of their music system so that no disturbance is caused to the inmates. Food or utensils from the dining hall shall not be taken to the Halls of Residence. However in case of a resident falling sick, permission must be taken from the Warden for taking food to the resident’s room. The utensils should be returned immediately. Inmates are not allowed to keep pets in the Halls of Residence. They are not allowed to keep and use vehicles and also not allowed to bring vehicles inside the campus without a specific permission of the Vice-chancellor/Registrar/Chief Warden and without proper inspection of the vehicles by security. Those who want to use any other electrical appliances like Fridge, A.C, T.V., room cooler are required to take prior permission from the Warden and pay tariffs as decided by the administration. Those found using electrical appliances without permission are liable for disciplinary action.  Students are allowed to use tea maker, iron, music system and lap-tops in their rooms. 
· Students should maintain cleanliness in the bathrooms. Complaints regarding electricity, water works, etc. may be entered in the Maintenance Register kept in the hostel office for the purpose. The Halls of Residence will be maintained and cleaned by the cleaning staff. However the residents have to clean their own rooms. The University will not be responsible for loss or damage of the resident’s belongings and will not entertain any allegation of theft against hostel staff or inmates. 

· Students are advised not to visit the residence of Wardens except in case of emergency. 
· In case of medical emergency the University Ambulance will be provided on payment basis.
· NALSAR alumni will not be accepted as local guardians of students.

· Any celebration or party shall be conducted in the Dining Hall only with prior written permission from the Vice-Chancellor / Registrar and a copy to the Wardens.

· Wardens will be available to discuss hostel matters with student representatives every Friday between 4.00 p.m. and 4.30 p.m., in the Faculty Common Room.
